This week’s reflection from Fr. Francis...

God is the giver of  freedom. St. Francis de Sales says: 
‘We have freedom to do good or evil, yet to make a 
choice of  evil, is not to use, but to abuse our freedom’. 
Jesus’ call is to true freedom, and that demands. That 
one renounces honor and possessions and all that 
hinders him from loving Jesus wholeheartedly: ‘He who 
prefers father or mother to me is not worthy of  me. 
If  we want to be faithful Christians, we should deny 
ourselves and take up the cross; without applying this 
call to oneself, Christian life is meaningless. Freedom 
is not the liberty to do anything whatsoever; it is the 
freedom to do good: in this alone, happiness is to be 
found.

Imitation of  Christ is not for a period of  time. It is a 
lifelong commitment. There is no part-time Christian. 
Often, we live in a world of  fancy illusion. We have our 
projects, plans, and desires. But we never know whether 
we will ever realize them. The more we crave material 
goods, the more distracted and desolate we become. Let 
us therefore learn to live not in a dreamy world, but in 
the real world.
