This week’s reflection from Fr. Francis...

The resurrection of Jesus is not just an article of faith,

one among many others. It is the very core of Christian
faith and the source of all hope. Is it reasonable to believe
what we do not see? Thomas would say ‘No’. He found it
difficult to believe what he could not see. Unless I see the
Lord, he said. Yes, we all have our doubts, our questions,
and demands for proof. Even when Jesus was in the midst
of the Apostles, they could not believe in him. So, he
spoke to them “Why are you confused? Why do doubts
arise in your hearts? (LK 24:37-38). Yes, every faith is at
times crossed by a shadow of doubt. Often, we try to cover
it up, hide, or suppress it. The little flame of faith in us is
often too weak and dim.

Jesus appears in the midst of those who accept him,
those who are gathered together in his name. Peace,
happiness, and brotherliness are there where Jesus is. In
such a community, all will be one heart and mind: one
member will carry the burden of another and make life
pleasant and worth living. The question is, is our faith
founded on Jesus, the risen Lord? True faith demands

total commitment, total determination, so that we can say
as Thomas, " My Lord and my God.
